Travel:

The University of Newcastle is located immediately adjacent to the city centre. 

Newcastle is a smallish but vibrant city and it is very easy to get around by metro, bus and walking. It is a 15 minute brisk walk from the Central Train station to the University campus, or the metro can be taken from the train station to the Haymarket metro stop which is the closest stop to the university. A single ticket from the station to Haymarket is £1.60 or £1.30 (depending on what time of day) and can be bought with change from the ticket machines in the metro itself.
